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A THEORY OF ETHNIC CONFLICT

Abstract

This paper is inductively motivated.  It presents a theory about the demand for and supply of minority-group rights (broadly conceived).  What drives the nature of this relationship is the proportion of the whole population that the minority represents.  It is proposed that minorities constituting less than a certain proportion (about 15 – 20 percent) are under-supplied with rights: they have a ‘rights deficit.’  Larger minorities enjoy a ‘rights surplus.’  These conditions are relatively stable.  Ethnic conflict tends to occur when minorities comprise about 20 percent of the population, and also when they comprise about 40 percent of the population.  The paper provides some evidence for these claims, and suggests some avenues for research.  It then applies this law about ethnic conflict to the Canadian case, and explores the factors that mitigate conflict (or that attenuate the workings of the basic relationship between population proportions).


A THEORY OF ETHNIC CONFLICT

I.  Introduction

This is a paper about rights, and about the supply and demand of rights more specifically.  Most political economists are more comfortable dealing with resources and power and realpolitik than with rights and legitimacy, concepts that do not lend themselves readily to analysis and disaggregation.  But most students of politics agree that rights regimes, properly constituted and genuinely enforced, can protect minorities from oppression by majorities: this is their raison d(être.  By minorities, we refer here to linguistic, ethnic, racial and religious minorities - groups of people that differ substantially from majority populations.  (For convenience, we will use the term (ethnic( groups to refer to such minorities.)  By rights, we refer to the whole gamut of protections for both individuals and communities - non-discrimination measures, freedoms of religion, guarantees of language use and the right to education in a minority language, and so on.  Some rights permit members of minority communities to play a full role in the larger polity and economy.  Others secure the basis for the community(s perpetuation.  (We focus here primarily on language rights.)  In either case, rights regimes protect and promote individual opportunity and cultural security.  As a consequence, systems of rights reduce ethnic conflict.  But the prospect and existence of rights regimes can also fuel conflict.  So this is a paper about the relationship between rights and ethnic conflict.  It falls in the school of inductive work about this topic (Brubaker and Laitin, 1998).

After describing the motivation for this paper, we briefly review some evidence about the rights of very small minorities.  A short account of some literature about ethnic conflict follows.  Then I propose a law about ethnic conflict - immodestly called (Young(s Law.(  This suggests that ethnic conflict tends to be acute when minority population shares are about 20 percent and about 40 percent of the population.  This is tested in a rudimentary fashion, and some avenues for further testing are outlined.  We then turn to the Canadian case, where the relative population shares of English-Canadians and French-Canadians suggest the prospect of serious ethnic conflict in the future.  This provides an opening to explore several factors that can mitigate the basic relationship between population shares and ethnic conflict.  But these background factors, as ever, depend on human agency to make them operative.

II.  Motivation

Four cases combined to suggest the relationship posited here, and it(s worth exploring them because they help one intuit the inductively derived relationship explored here.

The first case concerns New Brunswick, a Canadian province where the French-speaking Acadian minority constituted about 39 percent of the population in the 1960s.  The Acadians had long lived in relative isolation from the Anglophone minority geographically, and in the provincial political system, they had overwhelmingly supported the Liberal Party.  In a dense and nuanced, but highly persuasive analysis, political scientist Peter Leslie (1969) used this case to assess the various ways that political parties can advance the interests of ethnic minorities.  These include providing material benefits to (1) individuals and (2) regions and also (3) providing services such as education on an ethnic basis.  Bloc voting for one party can provide the first two benefits, but the minority always risks resistance in the third case.  A party that caters to the majority can trump the minority’s demands for rights:

(a party which is unconcerned with the degree of support it obtains from an ethnic minority may attempt to consolidate and extend its electoral base by playing on the ethnic cleavage and presenting itself as the champion of the majority.  This strategy for mobilizing support, even if unattractive on the grounds that it weakens the cohesion of the political community, may still be difficult to put aside in a situation where other leaders or other parties are prepared to exacerbate racial animosities and to take advantage of divisive issues by (protecting( the majority interest.( (430)

The situation is sharpened when the interest to be advanced is legally or constitutionally entrenched language and religious rights.  Then, majoritarian opposition must certainly be silenced (within each party( (431: emphasis in original).  And this can only happen when both parties are at least somewhat dependent on electoral support from the minority.  If there is bloc voting for one party, then the temptation for the other is to champion the majority population and to oppose minority rights.  So rights flow only when the minority group splits its vote.  And this can only work effectively when the minority reaches a certain relative size.  The (use of governmental authority to protect a minority( against assimilation, through rights, (is apparently possible, if at all, only when the minority constitutes an important element in the coalition of interests within each major party.  Clearly this is feasible only for minority groups which are numerically large.( (432)  

Leslie did not specify the (critical mass( necessary for rights to flow.  But in the case of the Acadians, a proportion over 30 percent was sufficient.   To generalize, in an admittedly gross fashion, large minorities cannot be discriminated against (except at a high cost).  They must be incorporated into the economic and political life of the society.  They must have rights.  And arguably, as societies become more industrialized and economically integrated, and as economic competition increases, the proportion necessary to secure rights diminishes.

The second case of interest is Finland.  The Swedish-speaking population of this country, concentrated along the coast, enjoys an extensive set of language rights.  Their status is one of near linguistic equality, even though they constitute only about nine percent of the population.  And why not?  Providing legally guaranteed services to a small minority is cheap, and when they are geographically concentrated as well as few in numbers then it is both inexpensive and practical to serve them.

The third case is Czechoslovakia.  Examining the course of the breakup of this country in 1990-93 teaches a simple lesson.  Two ethno-cultural groups of approximately equal size find it extremely difficult to co-exist within a single state when their interests differ.  In the Czech-Slovak case, each group demanded the right to veto not only constitutional arrangements but also policy changes.  This proved unsustainable when polarizing politicians entered the arena - and there are always such contenders - and when economic conditions were difficult - as they inevitably become.  There was no violent conflict, but inter-ethnic tensions broke up the state (Young, 1994).

The final case is Cyprus.  Here, relations between the Greek-Cypriot community (about 80 percent of the population) and the Turkish Cypriots (20 percent) have been conflictual and unstable since decolonization.  No constitution worked during the 1960s and early 1970s.  The Turks demanded substantial rights, including political ones conferring near-equal status, and the Greeks were quite unwilling to make such concessions.  The communities have been physically separated since 1974 (Dodd, 2001).  While negotiations have long continued under the auspices of the U.N. and the E.U., power-sharing has proven impossible to achieve.

One can draw few conclusions from such fragmentary snippets.  As Table 1 shows, at least with respect to language rights, the situation is much more complex.  But Table 1 also
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 reveals that inferences from the Finnish case to the effect that small minorities easily get rights are false.  Very few linguistic minorities that constitute small proportions of a national population have achieved official-language status.  The exceptions are imperial languages, mainly English and French, in several ex-colonies.  Chad, for example, has French as an official language, though it is spoken by only about 1 percent of the population.  The other exceptions are India and South Africa, each of which has many official languages.  As well, small groups of indigenous people in some countries have official-language status, and they enjoy other rights as well; these, however, are often vague and unenforced.

III.  Other Work

There is a vast literature on ethnic conflict, and little of it will be canvassed here.  A useful contribution has been made by Laitin (2000), who shows the difficulty of working with the concepts of (linguistic( and (ethnic( group.  Like others, though, we will proceed to do so.

A great deal of work on minorities has been done by Ted Robert Gurr, under whose auspices has been collected the data of the Minorities At Risk (MAR) project.  Gurr analyzes many factors conductive to mobilization, protest and rebellion by minorities.  Among these is the proportion of the population represented by the minority, but in an analysis of 227 cases, the correlation between this factor and mobilization is weak, and attention comes to be focused on other factors (Gurr, 1993: 179-80).  In a later analysis, Gurr and Marshall do not consider population proportion as an indicator of (capacity for political action( (2000).  But the weak relationship originally found could be so because the underlying relationship is non-linear.  As well, Gurr and his colleagues are interested in many very small minorities, so major relationships can be obscured.  Finally, it is the cohesion, geographic concentration and absolute size of the minority that interest Gurr, because these affect the capacity of the group to achieve collective action.  Following this lead, few authors emphasize relative group size.

Saxton and Benson, however, do use this variable to account for ethnic conflict (2003).  They studied nationalist political behaviour in the 17 autonomous communities of Spain over a 20-year period.  Quite mixed results were found.  Relatively larger populations made regions more likely to move towards protest, but also more likely to remain politically inactive:  hence (there is no monotonic relationship between population size and the intensity of political expression.( (23-4)  Once more, this suggests the possibility of a curvilinear relationship.

Several other contributions deserve some brief mention.  Posner (2004) studied two cultural groups divided by the border between Zambia and Malawi.  The cultural cleavage was politically salient in Malawi and irrelevant in Zambia, because of the different relative size of the groups in the two countries.  Posner argues that if (the cultural cleavage defines groups that are large enough to constitute viable coalitions in the competition for political power, then politicians will mobilize these groups and the cleavage that divides them will become politically salient (529-30).  There is an echo here of Leslie(s work on New Brunswick, except that Leslie showed the danger to a minority of concentrating its support on a single party, while Posner’s case involves political entrepreneurs promising material benefits, not rights, and courting a substantial ethnic group’s bloc vote as a strategy.  


O(Leary has also worked on relative group size, within democratic federations, arguing that such systems require for stability a dominant ethnic group, a statsvolk.  Such a dominant group is beyond political threat (and, though O(Leary does not pursue this, could be comfortable extending rights to minorities).  The argument is persuasive, but the work addresses only federations and ignores some considerable tensions within stable democracies such as Canada and Malaysia.  He does not deal with state breakdowns.  A few scholars have looked at severe conflict.  Elbadawi and Sambanis (2002), for example, included ethnolinguistic fragmentation in models accounting for the onset and existence of civil war.  Both highly fractionalized societies and those dominated by one ethnic group are not likely to have civil wars: the danger is at the mid-point of fractionalization.  This, of course, parallels the longstanding observation that two-unit federations are highly unstable (Vile, 1982: 222).  Finally, there is an odd paper by O.A. Gabriyelyan (2004).  Analyzing the Crimea, and conflict more generally, he takes note of demography, arguing that (if the size of one of ethnic groups exceeds 20% in this or that polyethnic society, it causes social-political changes in the society.  Of course, 20% is a relative figure, and here some deviations are possible.  But analysis of interethnic conflicts in the post-Soviet republics shows that such regularity is observed.( (11)  Professor Gabriyelyan is arguing, it seems, about a large group in a highly fragmented society coming to act like an O(Leary-type staatsvolk, which is not the issue here.  But the 20 percent figure for population share resulting in “changes” is most suggestive.

IV Young(s Law

Obviously it is audacious, at least, to propose a law.  There are very few in the discipline of political science.  The best known is (Duverger(s Law( named after the great French student of political parties, who proposed in 1946 that the structure of the party system depends on the electoral system in place: this law has held up rather well, and still generates a lot of research (Duverger, 1986).  The current proposal is more modest, however bold it is to appropriate the term (law.(  But what if there is something to it?

In order to see the logic here, it is essential to understand the demand for rights by minorities and the supply of rights by majorities.  All minorities demand rights.  At times, tiny minorities demand substantial regimes of rights, and there will always be extreme factions within minorities that are very demanding indeed.  But generally we can state that the minority(s consensus demands for rights rise in proportion with its population share.  So we can take the demand for rights as a positive linear function of the minority(s proportion of the total population.  

The supply of rights is more complicated.  Majorities are reluctant to accord rights to small minorities (as we have seen with regard to language rights).  Why is this?  First, there is the factor of cost.  Linguistic rights in particular entail large sums for translation and interpretation, setting up separate school systems, administering appeal processes, and so on.  Second, ethnic groups do not willingly share power and advantages.  Third, in many countries there is a (slippery slope( argument: conferring rights on some sizable ethnic minority will encourage the claims of other, smaller minorities.  Despite all this, rights are supplied.  Essentially, the quantity of rights granted is a function of the disruptive capacity of minorities.  If the minority proportion of the population is sufficiently large - about 25 percent - then rights are granted.  If the minority is still larger, about 35 percent, they it may well enjoy full equality status with the majority.  As a consequence, small minorities have a (rights deficit( - fewer than their population share would dictate, while larger minorities have a (rights surplus( - more substantial rights regimes than their population share would entail.  The relationship is depicted in Figure 1.
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Both of these situations are stable.  The societies are in equilibrium.  This is perhaps not fair for the minorities in deficit and for the majorities where equality or near-equality has been accorded to minorities which are substantially smaller than the majority, but the levels of ethnic conflict are low in these situations.  Conflict arises at the point where the deficit is very large.  It also arises when the minority approaches equality with the majority, and comes to demand not only special rights but also a veto over policy and the constitutional arrangements of the country.

A social-scientific law is a regularity in the world with a comprehensible causal logic.  (Young(s law( is simple.

There is a positive, but non-linear relationship between minority rights and the minority population share.
This is pretty tepid.  But there is a corollary, which follows immediately from the principle that rights and ethnic conflict are closely related, such that more rights produce less conflict.

There is a predictable relationship between the level of inter-communal conflict observed within a state and the ratio of the minority population to the total population.
These predictable relationships can be stated as lemmas (unproven as yet).

Lemma 1: when two ethnic communities within a state constitute close to equal proportions of the population, then inter-communal tensions are relatively high.

Lemma 2: when a minority group constitutes about 20 percent of the population of a state, then inter-communal tensions are relatively high.
Of course it follows that inter-communal tension will be relatively low when minority populations constitute less than about 15 percent of the population, and when they constitute between 25 and 40 percent.  These are testable propositions.  Do they stand up?

Table 2 presents the list of all the states in the world where the minority-majority population ratio is within the 40:60 range.  Casual empiricism shows that there is substantial support for Lemma 1, and this is not surprising given the observations of analysts like Vile and Ronald Watts, who has noted the (cumulatively sharpening frustrations( that develop because of the existence of (mutual vetoes( (1999: 113-4.  See also Young, 1994.)
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In Table 3 are presented all the countries in the world where the minority percentage of the population is between 15 and 25 percent.  Again, Lemma 2 seems to stand up to casual empiricism.  Particularly noteworthy are countries like Turkey and Sri Lanka, where the minority shares of the population stand at 20 percent.  More evidence is derived from Gurr(s MAR data-set.  The key indicator here is (risk of rebellion(, which ranges from -7.03 to +2.10, where lower numbers signify a lower risk of conflict (Pitsch, 2000).  In Slovakia, for example, the Hungarian minority (11 percent of the population) scores -2.13, a relatively high score indicating a substantial risk of conflict.  Taking all countries with minority population shares below 15 percent or over 25 percent, the average risk of rebellion score is -2.65.  Taking countries with minority population shares between 15 and 25 percent, the average score is -1.17, substantially higher.

Of course more testing is necessary.  The MAR data can be analyzed more thoroughly.  Historical cases of both conflict and inter-ethnic peace can be explored.  It would be interesting to systematically compare the new states spun off from the Soviet empire.  Sub-national units also lend themselves to analysis: studying Indian states and the relations between whites, blacks and hispanics in American states could be particularly illuminating.  Even cities can make good sites for exploring ethnic conflict.  Also deserving of attention are cases of change; for example, polities where the minority is decreasing or decreasing towards 20 percent.  And finally, there is the effect of mitigating factors.  These are discussed below in the context of the case of Canada.

V.  The Implications for Canada

The demographic composition of Canada is changing.  Originally the country was settled for the most part by French colonists and people from the United Kingdom (including Ireland).  But the population share of those of British origin has declined sharply, because of immigration from all over the world.  Most immigrants assimilate into the anglophone majority.  As for the francophones, it is difficult to measure the proportion of Canadians who constitute this minority.  The basis could be ethnic origin, mother tongue, first language used and still understood, or language spoken in the home: all have been used, and so has subjective self-identification.  (Mother tongue( captures both self-identification and family background, and is probably the best measure.  As Table 4 shows, the francophone population share has been dropping, and precipitously so in demographic terms. There has been little assimilation to the anglophone community, so the trend is a consequence of two factors - greater flows of immigrants into the (((FIGURE 2 ABOUT HERE)))

anglophone side and an extremely low birthrate among francophones, especially in Quebec, where births are far below the replacement rate (Henripin, 1974, 1989).

Given our analysis of ethnic conflict, the demographic trend is troubling.  Francophone Canadians will soon slip to about 20 percent of the population, and this is not a number conducive to harmony between ethnic groups.  Francophones, and especially Quebecers, are acutely aware of their historical place in Canada.  They are taught about the Rebellion of 1837, and instances where the majority ruled, such as during world war II, when the anglophone majority overwhelmingly supported conscription, while it was opposed in Quebec.  In 1980 and 1995, referenda were held in Quebec about the option of sovereignty, and the second one came within 60,000 votes of producing a (Oui( vote (Young, 1995, 1999).  Francophones enjoy strong protection for the French language in Quebec, and very substantial collective and individual rights throughout Canada.  If these minority rights are seriously threatened, conflict and secession are very probable.

VI.  Mitigating Factors

In the Canadian case, and more generally, we need to explore the factors that can mitigate ethnic conflict.  If one takes (Young(s law( seriously, these are the confounding variables that cause countries with similar minority-majority population ratios to have different levels of inter-communal tension.

The first is a history of accommodation.  While there have been periods of substantial ethnic tension in Canada, there are longstanding processes and mechanisms that promote accommodation between anglophones and francophones.  Some are informal, as in the tradition in the federal Liberal party that the leadership alternates between members of the two groups.  Some are formally consociational, such as the constitutional provision that three of the nine justices on the Supreme Court must be members of the Civil Code bar.  These institutions have generally succeeded in dampening ethnic conflict and promoting toleration.

The Canadian ethnic divide also features cross-cutting cleavages.  Class and ethnicity did coincide to a large extent in Quebec before the Quiet Revolution of the 1960s, fueling nationalist resentment, but this co-incidence of cleavages has been moderated by the rise of francophones in business and the white-collar occupations.  Similarly, linguistic and religious cleavages have been spanned for generations by the large number Quebecers of Irish origin (Catholic anglophones).  

The current situation involves established rights. Not only does the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms prohibit discrimination on many grounds, but there are also strongly entrenched language rights in the Charter and other parts of the constitution.  A minority population shrinking in relative size may find it easier to defend rights than it is for a growing population to secure them.

Canada is a federal system with substantial powers allocated to the provincial level of government.  On the one hand, this can promote conflict and secession because the geographically concentrated ethnic group controls a sub-national state that can contend with the central government and pretend to be the mechanism of potential full sovereignty.  On the other hand, however, dividing sovereign powers and allocating some to provincial states protects ethnic groups from majoritarianism, especially in areas like education and culture.  Moreover, sub-national units may also have the power to enact measures to ensure cultural and linguistic survival.  On balance security probably outweighs statism.

In Canada, ethnic-group boundaries are not coterminous with provincial boundaries.  There is a substantial francophone minority in northern Ontario, and there is the Acadian minority concentrated in New Brunswick.  This bolsters the national power of the geographically concentrated majority of francophone Québécois within the central government.  It also mitigates secessionist tendencies because of ethnic loyalty, albeit in a minor way.

Other minorities are present.  This is a factor that can cut both ways.  It may promote stability, as in Malaysia, where friction between the Malays (58 percent of the population) and the Chinese community (24 percent of the population) is certainly less burning than it would be without the Indian population.  On the other hand, it can make majorities more hesitant to extend rights to larger minorities because the other, smaller ones would increase their demands.  In the Canadian case, the (multicultural( groups probably help reduce tensions, on balance: they certainly are strong supporters of bilingualism policies (Parkin and Turcotte, Figure 6).

Finally, francophones in Canada have external allies.  This is an important factor, as is shown by the outside protection enjoyed by minorities such as the Germans in southern Denmark, Hungarians in Slovakia, and the Turkish Kurds.  French Canadians have benefitted from linguistic and cultural support through France, and from membership in La Francophonie, which involves not only Canada but also the Acadians and Quebecers.  

VII.  Discussion

The mitigating factors that attenuate or accentuate ethnic conflict are positive in the Canadian case.  As the francophone population share slides towards 20 percent and below, rights may be retained and ethnic conflict - especially in the form of a Quebec secession, perhaps a contested one - therefore avoided.  But the story is not unmixed.  In the province of Ontario, for example, services are available in French (and in many other languages), but this rights regime is established only through normal legislation, which can be amended.  In New Brunswick, linguistic rights are enshrined in the Canadian constitution, which also protects the rights of francophones throughout Canada.  But rights must be enforced and implemented, through legislation like Canada(s Official Languages Act, and these policies depend on supportive public opinion.

In 1969, when language-rights legislation was introduced , there was substantial opposition to official bilingualism, especially in western Canada (Gallup, 1969).  As Figure 3 
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shows, there has never been majority anglophone support for bilingualism (in all of Canada( (though the question is poorly worded, and certainly depressed support levels).  There has been explicit opposition to the existing rights regime by the Reform Party (Canada, 1994: 3139, 3170) and by the Conservative Party (its partial successor), and the Conservatives are now in power.  On the other side, there is some survey evidence that Quebec young people feel less optimistic about the future of French in North America than was the case in 1989 (Turenne, 2004: 31).

To counter the potential for ethnic conflict that these stark facts reveal, it is essential to preserve a system where French Canadians and Québécois in particular can continue to identify with (Canada( as such (Dion, 1999a).  If not, then Canadians will witness the scenario laid out by a recent federal minister of intergovernmental affairs, a francophone (and a political scientist), who was addressing the sovereignist premier of Quebec:

Instead of concocting the question that will snatch a few thousand more votes, do your job.  Explain to us Quebecers why we would be happier if we were no longer Canadians as well; why we need a smaller country that is ours alone, rather than a larger country shared with others.  If you convince us, the question and the majority will follow.  The referendum will then merely confirm a viable consensus.  Firmly determined to separate, Quebecers could wade through the problems of the negotiations.  (Dion, 1999b: 247)

Of the various scenarios that would follow such a decision, none would be palatable to the vast majority of English Canadians (Young, 1999: 123-44).  They therefore have a big incentive to support a strong rights regime for francophones, even as the relative number of French speakers declines in Canada.

VIII.  Conclusion

The positive part of this paper lays out a theory of ethnic conflict that rests on two principles.  First is the relationship between rights regimes and conflict, with rights mitigating conflict.  The second, surprisingly neglected in the literature, is the focus on the relative population shares of majorities and minorities co-habiting a single polity.  Where the shares are close to parity, conflict can be predicted, and the same is true when the minority constitutes about 20 percent of the population and endures a ‘rights deficit.’  The application to Canada both illustrates an important case, and suggests some factors that mitigate the mechanistic relationship between population proportions and conflict that is advanced by the theory.

The normative message of the paper is that individuals must work in Canada to maintain a rights regime acceptable to francophones and to sustain a Canada that is tolerant, inclusive, and sensitive to the historic place of French-speaking Canadians.  The structural factors are conducive to continuing ethnic harmony, but agency is essential to make this condition a reality.  Canadians, therefore, should help to refute (Young(s Law.(
